Burning Restrictions 

Is there a restriction against burning materials out of doors?
Yes. In accordance with state law, Bannockburn residents who wish to conduct an open burn must submit a written notice to the Village Hall prior to the burn on private property. Any burning is subject to the following rules and regulations: 

· The fire must be at least 25 feet from all adjoining property lines 

· A competent person 21 years or older must be present at all times during the burning of the fire 

· Burning cannot begin before dawn and must be extinguished by dusk on the same day. 

These regulations exist for recreational fires, as well. A recreational fire is defined as an outdoor fire no greater than three feet in diameter whose purpose is cooking food for human consumption. These recreational fires must be extinguished by 11:59 PM on the same day it is started.

The following materials MAY NOT be burned on private property: 

· Leaves or grass clippings 

· Any material that emits dense or excessive smoke. 

The only exception is if the fire is contained in a device such as a fireplace, freestanding unit, hearth, or barbecue unit. The fire must still be supervised by someone 21 years or older, take place at least 25 feet from property lines, and occur only in daylight hours. 
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
